WEBSITE 
Add a clear link or banner 
on your website that 
takes people straight to 
your Festival of Footy 
event listing.

EMAIL MARKETING 
Got a mailing list? Use it! Send an eye-
catching email featuring your event, 
great visuals, and clear messaging to 
a targeted database.

Team up with event partners and ask if 
they can promote your event through 
their own newsletters and provide 
them with imagery and assets.

PUBLIC RELATIONS – GET THE  
WORD OUT 
Write a media release that highlights what makes 
your event special; think newsworthy angles, 
unique experiences and community connections. 
You can distribute through a PR agency or simply 
create your own media list and pitch directly.

Tip: Target South Australian ‘What’s On’ outlets to 
reach audiences who are actively seeking events 
and activities.

Invite media or key stakeholders for pre-event 
familiarisation visits. It’s a great way to give them 
a behind-the-scenes look and build buzz before 
your event kicks off.

Host media and influencers: Hosting journalists or 
influencers helps you tell your brand story first-
hand and showcases the very best of your event, 
sparking positive coverage.

Keep your local visitor centre and regional tourism 
organisation in the loop, they can help amplify your 
event through their channels and networks.
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
